While Our Lady of Mount Carmel

The brown scapular is recognized by the Church as a
sacramental — that is, an outward sign that helps us to
live a holy life and to increase our devotion, to remind
ourselves constantly of Our Lady’s love and intercession
for us. The Blessed Virgin Mary, mother of all mankind,
promises that any soul who perseveres wholeheartedly
in this faithfulness until death will not suffer the eternal
flames. But certainly not a get-out-of-hell-free card!

Many scapulars are embroidered with the original promise
of the Holy Virgin to St. Simon Stock: “Whosoever dies
clothed with this scapular shall not suffer eternal fire.”

There are other promises and privileges connected to the
scapular.
