CREMATION

In recent years, the Catholic Church has lifted the prohibition against the practice of cremation and has revised the
rites for services with cremated remains. While the church favors cremation after the funeral liturgy, it realizes
that financial constraints or other circumstances may result in the desire for cremation before the funeral service.
The church discourages the practice of dividing or scattering cremated remains.

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GENERAL INFORMATION (continue)

TiMES FOR FUNERAL MASSES

Funerals can be scheduled no more than one month in advance so that all the details can be properly attended
to. According to diocesan guidelines, funeral Masses can be held on any day of the year except a Sunday, a Holy
Day or during the Sacred Triduum (Holy Thursday, Good Friday, and Holy Saturday). Mass times are 9:00am,
10:00am, 11:00am.

If a Prior Viewing at the church is requested, Mass times are at 10:00am with the viewing at 9:00am; or at
11:00pm with the viewing at 10:00pm. Please note, Prior Viewing is normally available the day of the service. We
are happy to accommodate you, all are welcome. A donation for the prior viewing is acceptable. The Funeral
Coordinator can help with any questions or concerns.

MasSs PROGRAM BOOKLETS

The parish office will prepare a funeral booklet for the funeral Mass. It is important that the information (readings,
songs, etc.) is received in the parish office as soon as possible. You will also need to meet with the priest or
funeral coordinator to plan and finalize all funeral service information

PHOTOS : If you would like a photo of your loved one on the front cover of the booklet, please email it to
Office@stambrose.us and hlanzarottta@stambrose.us at the same time the readings and songs are
turned in.

READERS: Family members or friends are encouraged to proclaim the readings at the funeral Mass and to read the
General Intercessions (petitions). Please try to choose individuals with clear speaking voices, as the Word
proclaimed is meant to bring comfort to those who have gathered to pray. It is helpful to give your chosen reader a
copy of the reading before the liturgy so that they may prepare in advance. If you wish the parish to provide readers
to proclaim the Scriptures, please indicate this on the planning form or at the time of your meeting.

MUSICIANS AND ACOLYTE SERVERS : Our pastoral staff will contact the musician and altar servers. Other
instrumentalists are available to you if you desire them. If you would like to make arrangements for additional
instrumentalists and/or vocalists, please call our Music Minister, Travis Jurgens at 330.460.7337, or email him at
TJurgens@StAmbrose.us. Stipends for Music Director is included in the Church fees.

VISITING PRIESTS: Visiting priests are welcome to concelebrate and take part in the Mass at the discretion of the
presiding priest from Saint Ambrose. Please provide us with this information at the time of the liturgy planning.

Live STREAM: A private Live Stream of the funeral service is available for your family and friends who cannot
attend the service. If you wish to use this service, please let your funeral director know or when you meet with our
funeral coordinator. The fee is an additional $85 for the person . A copy of the live stream is available free upon
request, additional DVD copies are available at the cost of $10 per DVD.

FUNERAL LUNCHEONS: We have several spaces available for receptions after the funeral. Our Funeral
Luncheon Coordinator will be in contact with further information, menu choices and fees. If you would like to have
the dvd from the funeral home viewed at your luncheon, please remember to have the funeral home share the dvd
with our funeral coordinator.

STIPENDS: We are blessed and honored to share this special time with you and your family. Our parish is
committed to taking care of all of our members. Typically the church costs associated with the funeral are
coordinated through the funeral home (suggested minimum of $465 to cover cost of musician, cantor, New Life
Choir, presider, church). If you choose to have your funeral service privately streamed/recorded there is a charge
of $85 to cover the cost of the person who is doing the livestreaming the total would be $550

If there is financial difficulty, please contact the Parish Office so we can make the necessary arrangements.

If no funeral home, please discuss these fees with the Funeral Coordinator. Checks should be made payable to
Saint Ambrose Church.

REMARKS OF REMEMBRANCE (EULOGY)

The Vigil (Wake) with its more intimate setting, is the most appropriate place for family members and
friends to engage in this kind of sharing. However, in the event of no wake, or if you wish a brief
remembrance to be read prior to the funeral liturgy (3-5 mins.) please submit one type-written
page of what you will be reading to the presiding minister or coordinator before the liturgy.

INTRODUCTORY RITES

GREETING
The priest, ministers and the assembly greet the body at the entrance of the Church.

SPRINKLING WITH HOLY WATER, THE PALL AND THE PLACING OF SYMBOLS

The holy water reminds us of the saving waters of baptism. Its use calls to mind the deceased's baptism and
initiation into the community and the newness of life into which he or she is now called. Immediately following, a
white cloth or “pall” is placed on top of the casket. This cloth symbolizes the baptismal garment of our Catholic
faith. Family members are encouraged to take part in this ritual at the liturgy. Family members may choose to place
Christian symbols on top of the casket during the Mass. A favorite cross, rosary or prayer book of the deceased
would be most appropriate. The casket is then processed to the front of the church near the Paschal Candle, the sign
of the light of Christ and the eternal life into which the deceased are now born.

OPENING SONG

hymnal used at Saint Ambrose. (Other songs are acceptable; yet please make every effort to make sure that they can
be found in our music book to assure active participation by all present. You are most welcome to borrow a copy of
the hymnal from the parish secretary. Please remember to return the hymnal.) Note that seasonal music is
appropriate during the liturgical seasons of the year, i.e. Easter music during the Easter season, Christmas carols
during the Christmas season, etc. Note: all hymns with Alleluias are inappropriate during the Lenten season.

For Christ, while we
were still helpless, yet died at the appointed time for
the ungodly. Indeed, only with difficulty does one die
for a just person, though perhaps for a good person
one might even find courage to die. But God proves
his love for us in that while we were still sinners,
Christ died for us. How much more then, since we are
now justified by his blood, will we be saved through
him from the wrath. Indeed, if, while we were
enemies, we were reconciled to God through the
death of his Son, how much more, once reconciled,
will we be saved by his life.

If, by the transgression of one person, death came to
reign through that one, how much more will those
who receive the abundance of grace and of the gift of
justification come to reign in life through the one
person Jesus Christ. In conclusion, just as through one
transgression condemnation came upon all, so
through one righteous act acquittal and life came to
all. For just as through the disobedience of one person
the many were made sinners, so through the
obedience of one the many will be made righteous.
The law entered in so that transgression might
increase but, where sin increased, grace overflowed
all the more, so that, as sin reigned in death, grace
also might reign through justification for eternal life
through Jesus Christ our Lord.

We were
indeed buried With him through baptism into death,
so that, just as Christ was raised from the dead by the
glory of the Father, we too might live in newness of
life. For if we have grown into union with him
through a death like his, we shall also be united with
him in the resurrection. We know that our old self
was crucified with him, so that our sinful body might
be done away with, that we might no longer be in
slavery to sin. For a dead person has been absolved
from sin. If, then, we have died with Christ, we
believe that we shall also live with him. We know that
Christ, raised from the dead, dies no more; death no
longer has power over him.

Now that very day the first day of the week two of the
disciples were going to a village seven miles from
Jerusalem called Emmaus, and they were conversing
about all the things that had occurred. And it
happened that while they were conversing and
debating, Jesus himself drew near and walked with
them, but their eyes were prevented from recognizing
him. He asked them, “What are you discussing as you
walk along?” They stopped, looking downcast. One
of them, named Cleopas, said to him in reply, “Are
you the only visitor to Jerusalem who does not know
of the things that have taken place there in these
days?” And he replied to them, “What sort of things?”
They said to him, “The things that happened to Jesus
the Nazarene, who was a prophet mighty in deed and
word before God and all the people, how our chief
priests and rulers both handed him over to a sentence
of death and crucified him. But we were hoping that
he would be the one to redeem Israel; and besides all
this, it is now the third day since this took place.
Some women from our group, however, have
astounded us: they were at the tomb early in the
morning and did not find his body; they came back
and reported that they had indeed seen a vision of
angels who announced that he was alive. Then some
of those with us went to the tomb and found things
just as the women had described, but him they did not
see.”

And he said to them, “Oh, how foolish you are!
How slow of heart to believe all that the prophets
spoke! Was it not necessary that the Messiah should
suffer these things and enter into his glory?” Then
beginning with Moses and all the prophets, he
interpreted to them what referred to him in all the
scriptures. As they approached the village to which
they were going, he gave the impression that he was
going on farther. But they urged him, “Stay with us,
for it is nearly evening and the day is almost over.” So
he went in to stay with them. And it happened that,
while he was with them at table, he took bread, said
the blessing, broke it, and gave it to them. With that
their eyes were opened and they recognized him, but
he vanished from their sight. Then they said to each
other, “Were not our hearts burning within us while
he spoke to us on the way and opened the scriptures
to us?” So they set out at once and returned to
Jerusalem where they found gathered together the
eleven and those with them who were saying, “The
Lord has truly been raised and has appeared to
Simon!” Then the two recounted what had taken place
on the way and how he was made known to them in
the breaking of the bread.

Romans 8:31-35, 37-39

If God is for us, who can be against us? He who did
not spare his own Son but handed him over for us all,
how will he not also give us everything else along
with him? Who will bring a charge against God's
chosen ones? It is God who acquits us. Who will
condemn? It is Christ Jesus who died, rather, was
raised, who also is at the right hand of God, who
indeed intercedes for us.

What will separate us from the love of Christ?
Will anguish, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or
nakedness, or peril, or the sword? No, in all these
things we conquer overwhelmingly through him who
loved us.
